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Speaker’s Biography
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Rev. Henry Lu
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Rev. Henry Lu is a 5" generation Christian. His great grandfather first received the gospel of Jesus
Christ through the work of early missionaries from UK. Henry was born and grew up in Xian, China.
After studying Landscape Architecture at the University of Georgia and Harvard University, he taught
Urban Design at the University of Massachusetts for many years. While he was teaching, Henry also
served as an elder at Amherst Chinese Christian Church.

In 2003, Henry began to get involved in the mission work of COCM through short-term mission trips
to the UK and Europe. He became captivated by COCM’s vision of “Reaching the Chinese to Reach
Europe”. In 2007, Henry and his wife Ling moved to England with their two children to join COCM
(Chinese Overseas Christian Mission) as long-term missionaries.

Over the past ten years, Henry and the COCM team have developed and implemented new mission
strategies focusing on evangelising the Chinese students and the local born next generation Chinese.
Henry is passionate in helping young Christians to mature in Christ and in mobilising them for
mission. Henry received a MA in mission leadership from All Nations Christian College and is the
current General Director of COCM.
